	Description. Mental health related in blue

	1.   Negligible
	Minor first aid treatment causing minimum work interruption. Apprehension/ Alarm on one off occasion or of short duration requiring no treatment.

	2.   Minor
	Injury requiring first aid treatment. Minor concern or worry being displayed over a period of time, but responding to local support from manager and colleagues, and not requiring time off work.

	3.   Serious
	Injury requiring medical treatment, causing inability to continue work for more than 7 days (excluding day of accident). RIDDOR. Significant trauma displayed after event or over considerable period of time, causing health issues requiring GP or counselling.  

	4.   Major
	Permanent or life changing Major trauma related illness resulting in self harm and long term incapacity requiring medical treatment and/or counselling.

	5.   Fatalities

Children at Nursery
	C, A , D
	· UK Government guidance being followed

· The DFE guidance “Early years and childcare COVID-19 guidance is being followed

· Register kept of children attending

· All children wash hands regularly 

· Parents do not enter nursery
· Children are allocated small groups which they stay in throughout the session. Groups are not mixed during the day, or on subsequent days.

· Adult: child ratios specified by the Early Years Foundation Stage
· Children wash hands on entry 
· Parents and carers closely monitor children for signs of Covid-19 symptoms in line with guidance

	· Children are not allowed to attend nursery if they have taken Paracetamol or Ibuprofen  products such as Calpol and Neurofen within 6 hours of the start of their session. 

· Children will be allocated a staff member during their session.

· Wherever possible children use the same area of a setting throughout the day, with a thorough cleaning of the rooms at the end of the day. 
· Parents are aware of small group requirements and clear about criteria for prioritising places.

· To prioritise fewer children attending for more hours rather than more children attending for fewer hours to reduce the risk of infection
· Parents and carers give daily confirmation that child/household are symptom-free



	Children’s wellbeing
	
	· Nursery will stagger children’s re-start dates and times. 

· Encourage updates from home, via Blossom Educational 
· Staff will find out about each child’s experience of lockdown
· Reintroduce the child’s Key Person.

· Follow guidance on supporting children’s mental health and wellbeing during the Coronavirus pandemic 


	
	
	
	· Staff will make a nursery video showing changes being made at nursery to help children. 
· Staff will keep in regular contact and will send photos of their child’s day through Blossom Educational

· Staff will use the nursery visual timetable to share the nursery routines.



	Meals delivered at nursery

· Regular cleaning of frequently touched areas take place

· Sharing of toys, resources and equipment reduced as much as possible. Any shared items and surfaces cleaned and disinfected frequently.
